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VLA needed a site
✴ that could grow
✴ that was familiar
✴ where users/committees could add content
✴ where people could post jobs
✴ that was more interactive than the previous site
✴ that had a few webmasters
✴ that we had more control over
✴ to host conference materials



VLA decided

✴ to use WordPress (free)
✴ to host on LISHost ($60/year?)
✴ to keep the same design, more or less
✴ to have a web team (volunteers!)
✴ to moderate comments (easy!)
✴ to give people logins or training (or both!)



I did...

✴ design transfer
✴ WordPress install/customization
✴ web team training
✴ various tweaking
✴ upgrades/updates



Some features
✴ special jobs page & RSS feed
✴ “more inside” for longer posts
✴ each category has its own “page”
✴ users can upload images & other content
✴ “how to use this site” tutorial
✴ contact info for two webmasters
✴ moderated comments
✴ events section with calendar/sidebar



Some stats
✴ 88,000 sessions, 165,000 pageviews, 288,000 hits
✴ 91 posts and 15 comments
✴ 17 categories and 19 tags
✴ 750-1000 sessions per day
✴ 28 pages
✴ four admins
✴ fifteen members have contributed content 

[including our VLA president and our ALA Council rep]
